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THE COLLEGE
Government College Solan, Himachal Pradesh was established on August 19, 1959 on a plot of 47 bigha in a private 

building to cater to the educational needs of the people of Solan district and its adjoining areas. The first stream 

introduced at that time was Arts with a total enrolment of 150 students. The present building of the college was 

inaugurated in 1964. Since then it has not looked back and progressed by leaps and bounds. Today, it has a sprawling 

campus and a large strength of about 4000 students. It is an honour for the college to be placed in the category of 

Utkrisht Mahavidyalaya by the State Government.

The college is a premier institute of the state which imparts quality education to the students in social sciences, basic 

sciences, commerce, journalism and performing arts (Music and Painting) at the undergraduate level with English and 

Economics at postgraduate level. It also offers professional courses like BBA, BCA, B.Voc. in Retail Management, 

Tourism and Hospitality and PGDCA to cater to the professional needs of the students. Besides, in the stream of 

Arts, it offers courses like Education, Tourism and Travel Management which has a good market value. There is an 

IGNOU centre in the college in which about 4000 students are enrolled annually.  It offers over 200 programmes at 

undergraduate, postgraduate, doctoral, diploma and P.G. diploma levels. The college aspires to have a 

transformational impact on students through comprehensive education. It also has a well-qualified, trained, 

experienced and dedicated team of professors who eagerly look forward to impart knowledge and skills to the 

students and to inculcate a good sense of character in them.

The college can boast of many facilities it has acquired over a period of time like, class rooms have been renovated 

and laboratories are well equipped with the latest apparatuses. Smart classrooms, IT labs have been established and 

the campus is Wi-Fi enabled.  The library is computerized with approximately 33885 books, subscribes 15 magazines, 

16 daily newspapers and comprises a good reading space.

The academic 

and other student-oriented programmes of the college eventually aim at ensuring that the students coming out of 

our campus should be enlightened individuals who are emotionally sound and practically efficient.

Annual Athletic Meet is also organized in Thodo Ground every year in which the Best Athletes are encouraged and 

awarded.  At the end of the academic session,  Annual Prize Distribution Function is also organized by the college in 

which meritorious students are awarded with prizes and certificates. Students are also awarded for their 

outstanding performances in H.P.U.  Youth Festival, Sports Championships and for their distinguished services in 

NCC, NSS, Rovers and Rangers.

National Cadet Corps (NCC)

To infuse the spirit of unity, discipline and patriotism among the students, NCC plays a significant role. The college has 

two wings of NCC, one for boys (54 seats) and other for girls (60 seats). Cadets of NCC are required to attend 75% 

of parades which would make them eligible to appear in B and C certificate exams. Admission to NCC will be 

through a Drill and Medical Fitness Test in the college ground at 8:45a.m. with the commencement of classes.

National Service Scheme (NSS)

NSS has a pivotal role in inculcating the value of social service and a sense of responsibility towards society. Our 

college has two units of NSS. To earn a certificate of service, a volunteer needs to devote 240 hours of service. 

Participation in 7 days camp is mandatory.

Rovers and Rangers

Rovers and Rangers aim to make the students socially aware, helpful and self-reliant. They participate in many social 

activities.  Admission to this will be based on the ability and commitment of a student.

Youth Red Cross Club

The purpose of Youth Red Cross Club is to serve the needy people and to make the students aware about any kind of 

natural or accidental calamity.

Red Ribbon Club

The purpose of this club is to create awareness about HIV/AIDS through service, education and philanthropic 

events. Students are urged to join the club to confront a joint battle against this incurable disease.

Career and Counselling Cell

AN OUTLINE OF THE CHOICE BASED CREDIT SYSTEM (CBCS)

At the Under-Graduate level, the college offers three streams - Arts, Commerce and Science (Medical and Non-

Medical).  A candidate is to choose from the streams as per his/her qualification/eligibility on the basis of marks 

secured in 10+2.

According to the notifications/guidelines of the H.P. Government and H.P. University, the college provides 

education as per RUSA (Rashtriya Uchhatar Siksha Abhiyan) policy of Choice Based Credit System (CBCS). The 

following is a brief outline of it:

1.  It is an annual system.

2.  A candidate has to choose one of the streams only.

3.  Courses of a subject fall into the category of DSC (core courses),  AECC (Hindi / English / MIL / Sanskrit/ 

  EVS), SEC, DSE and GE. Full form of these abbreviations is given below in the table.

4.   All the courses have a title and a code which are required while filling examination form.  A wrong entry   

  of the code or the title can lead to delay in the result. 

5.   Each of these courses is awarded a fixed number of credits, which is either six or four.  A student has to 

  earn 132 credits in three years (44 in one year - 44x3=132) to earn the Graduation degree.

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THE EVALUATION SYSTEM OF CBCS:

(i)  The progress of a student in all courses/papers is evaluated through an external as well as internal system.

(ii)  The external system is the usual one - an examination at the end of the academic session i.e. End Term 

  Examination (ETE) that is conducted by H.P. University which is of 70 marks.

(iii) The remaining 30 marks are awarded through an internal evaluation system that is called Continuous 

  Comprehensive Assessment (CCA).

(iv)  CCA comprises of :-

  1.   Assignment/ Class Test - 10 marks

  2.   Mid Term Test (MTT) - 15 marks

     MTT is a formal examination that is conducted by the college authority after the completion of 75% 

    syllabus.  Attendance in MTT is, therefore, mandatory.

  3.  Class Attendance - 5 marks

75% attendance in a course is compulsory as per H.P. University regulations. 5 marks of 

attendance are awarded by the following pattern:

IMPORTANT GUIDELINES AND ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR ADMISSION TO 

UNDER-GRADUATE COURSES - B.A., B.COM. AND B.SC. - I.
1. The eligibility criteria for admission to B.A, B.Com and B.Sc. in the first year is strictly as per the latest 

 ordinances/guidelines/calendar notified by the HP University/Government.

2. As per notification No. HP Department of Education (2) Samkaksha (equivalence) R (205) 2015.17 dated 

 31.1.15 of Secy. HP Board of Education, Dharamshala – a student must have passed five subjects including 

 English as compulsory subject at Senior Secondary (plus two) level.

3. Admission shall not be allowed in any case to the candidates with compartment at 10+2 level.

4. Admission given in the first year is provisional, subject to the confirmation by HP University. If the University 

 cancels the admission of a candidate for whatever reason, the college will not be held responsible for it.

5. Admission will be on merit basis.

6. The students of National Institute of Open School (NIOS) who have passed all five subjects by securing 

 requisite marks will be admitted.

7. The upper age limit for admission is 25 years for girls and 23 years for boys as on 1st July, 2023. Age 

 relaxation of 2 years is allowed for SC/ST candidates.

8. (i) All government institutions of Higher Education and other Higher Education Institutions receiving aid 

  from the Government shall reserve not less than five percent seats for person with benchmark 

  disabilities.

 (ii) The candidates with benchmark disabilities shall be given an upper age relaxation of five years for admission 

  in institutions of Higher Education.

ABOUT  THE  PROGRAMME 

The University Grants Commission (UGC) has launched a scheme on skill development based job oriented 

higher education programme as a part of College/University education, leading to Bachelor of Vocational 

Training (B.Voc.) degree. This degree Programme is unique with the provision of multiple entry and exist at 

different levels of NSQF from level 5 to 7, viz. Diploma/Advance Diploma and Degree in compliance to the 

National Skills Qualification Framework (NSQF). Multiple entry and exit will allow students the flexibility to 

earn and study as per their convenience.

ELIGIBILITY CONDITIONS 

Admission to the B. Voc. programme will be as per the rules and regulations of the Himachal Pradesh University. 

The eligibility criteria for admission to the B. Voc. degree programme shall be: 

1. 10+2 in all streams from a recognized board.

2. 10+2 examination or an examination equivalent thereof from a Board/University established by law in 

 India with English as a compulsory subject with 45 marks in aggregate.

3. Any examination of a University/ Board/ College or School in a foreign country recognized as equivalent 

 for the above purpose by the Vice-Chancellor/Equivalence Committee on its own OR on the 

 recommendation of Association of India Universities with 45 marks OR as per eligibility norms of the 

 college for admission to undergraduate courses in case of center of excellence. 

4. Vocational subjects under NSQF will be given weightage,  equivalent to any other general education subject  

 while considering admission to students to the undergraduate courses as per reference no. DDNo. 1- 

 52/2013(CC/NSQF) dated 30.04.2014 of UGC.

MODE OF SELECTION 

Admission to B.Voc. programme in Retail Management and Hospitality & Tourism (Semester-I) shall be done 

purely on the merit in the qualifying examination (10+2). There are three categories of candidates who shall be 

given admission in Semester-I of the skill-based courses under NSQF:

Category 1: Students who have already acquired NSQF certification Level 4 in a particular Industry sector may 

opt for admission in the skill-based courses under NSQF.

Category 2: Students who have acquired NSQF certification Level 4, but may like to change their trade and 

enter into skill-based courses in a different trade. 

Category 3: Students who have passed 10+2 examination with conventional schooling without any background 

of vocational training. 

Note: Regarding selection of students for B.Voc. Programme, 10 marks extra weightage shall be given to 

Category-1; 5 extra weightage shall be given to Category-2 in 10+2 examination. Final list of students shall be 

finalized on merit. 
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COURSE STRUCTURE 

B. Voc. programme is designed with the provision for multiple exit levels.  All the candidates enrolled for 

diploma courses or further courses will be treated at par from the second semester onwards. Students may 

exit after six months with the certificate (NSQF Level 4) or they may continue for diploma or advance diploma 

level courses leading to B. Voc. Degree. Skill Development Allowance, “Kaushal Vikas Bhatta” of INR 

1000/month (for two years) is given to eligible students only.

INTERNSHIP PROGRAMME 

In every level there will be internship at the end of the semester/year. Internship is an integral /essential 

component of B. Voc. degree. It shall also carry credits to be added in the final evaluation of skill components. 

During internship period the students are also given Stipend for the services given by them towards the 

industry they join. The concept of EARN while you LEARN is major part of B.Voc degree 

programme. 

MEDIUM OF INSTRUCTION:  The course content of  B. Voc. programme will be taught in 

English.

PLACEMENT 

B.Voc. Department has to its credit 100 % placement since its inception from 2017 in both the trades - 

Retail Management and Hospitality & Tourism. Students are currently taking around 3 Lakhs per Annum in 

both Retail & Hospitality sectors with the initial startup in the campus placement during their final 

semester.

ADMISSION TO POST GRADUATION: ENGLISH & ECONOMICS

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA

Admission to PG courses will not be on merit basis. It is mandatory for a student to appear in the HPU 

Entrance Test.  As per HP University notification No. 1-10 HPU/DS 2016, dated 21/7/2016, the first round of 

admission to PG courses in the campus of HP University, Shimla and the colleges of the state, will be on the 

basis of Entrance Test, which will be conducted by HP University.

 1.  Candidates who wish to seek admission at G.C. Solan, may apply directly to this college on its prescribed 

  admission form.

2. If a seat to any subject remains vacant, the second round of admission will also be on the basis of another 

  entrance test, which will be conducted by the concerned college authority.

ADMISSION TO HOSTEL
The college provides limited accommodation in the hostels, 70 seats for girls and 60 seats for boys in Tribal 
Hostels.

8.  Two passport size photos and specimen signatures of those persons/relatives who are allowed to see 
  the boarder duly authenticated by parent/guardians and authorized by the college Principal.
9.  A family photograph of the student.
10.   The security amount will be refunded after the completion of the course. Outgoing students must 
  reclaim their security money within 1 year of leaving the hostel. 

NOTE:  The Principal is the final authority for the allotment of seats in the hostels.
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RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR BOARDERS
1.  Admitted students are expected to arrive a day before the term begins with their own bedding, bed linen, a 
  lock, a tumbler, two plates, a spoon, a mug, bucket, curtain and a bulb.
2. The parents/guardians of the students will give address of one local guardian who can be contacted in case of 
  emergency/illness of their ward.
3. Girls/Boys will be allowed to visit local guardian once in a month with the prior permission of the warden.
4.  Students are not allowed to keep record players, fire arms or any electric gadgets in their room.
5.  A weekly outing to the market of about 3-4  hours is allowed on every Saturday; however, in case of urgency 
  written permission should be taken for the same.
6. There will be daily prayer and roll call in the evening in the common room of the hostels. Every student must 
  be present at the time of prayer, absenting from that will lead to payment of fine.
7. No boarder will leave or enter the hostel without marking an entry in the departure/arrival register of the 
  hostel.
8.  Any student absenting himself/herself without the prior permission of the warden will be fined and 
  disciplinary action may be taken against the defaulter.
9.  The resident will have to apply separately for leave from both the college as well as from the hostel. No  
  student will be allowed to go out of town/hostel during working days without the prior sanction of leave by 
  the Principal.
10. The use of electric rods, kettles, heaters, induction cooker and other appliances are strictly prohibited in the 
  hostel rooms. Unauthorized use is punishable.
11. In case electricity bill exceeds, the electricity fund may be collected from the boarders to meet the excess 
  charges.
12. The students should use or handle belongings of the hostel with care. When a student is found guilty of 
  damaging the hostel property, the respective cost will be recovered from him/her.
13. Defiance of the hostel rules or misbehaviour renders a resident student liable to disciplinary action or even 
  expulsion from the hostel.
14. No meetings other than authorized by the principal shall be held in the hostel premises.
15.  Authorized visitors will be allowed in the hostel only on Sunday from 11.00 am to 12.00 pm. No day-scholars 
  and guests will be allowed to stay in the hostel except the mother of the girl student with prior permission 
  of the Principal.
16.  All the boarders of the hostel will have to vacate the hostel accommodation immediately after the 
  completion of the annual examination. During vacations the hostels will remain closed.
17.  All the students admitted to the hostel will have to give an undertaking in written at the time that she/he 
  shall not be involved in any kind of ragging.
18.  Mess charges will be charged per month even if a boarder skips any meals or remains absent from the hostel.
19.  Before occupying the hostel, the boarders shall submit a medical fitness certificate.

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GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS OF COLLEGE
DISCIPLINE AND CONDUCT
For the smooth execution of all the activities of college, it is essential that each and every student behave in the 
most disciplined manner. Otherwise, if there is any breach of it, the Principal and the teaching staff have the 
power to punish a violator by imposing a fine, a temporary suspension and even expulsion from college. Each 
student has to strictly follow the following rules and regulations to maintain strict discipline in college:
1. Attend classes and practicals regularly when the session commences. As per H.P. University rules it is 
  mandatory for a student to attend 75% lectures in all courses of study otherwise his/her examination form 
  may be withheld or rejected.
2.  The Director of Higher Education, H.P., vide letter no. EDN-HE(21)B(15)2017-V had directed that the use 
  of mobile phones in classrooms and campus of educational institutions will not be allowed. So the use of 
  mobiles by students in classrooms, laboratories, library, examination hall and corridors is strictly forbidden. 
  They are advised to keep their cellphones on silent mode. Violators cellphone will be confiscated and a fine 
  of Rs. 500 will be levied from them. Playing music on the cellphone in the campus is also prohibited.
3.   Be respectful to teachers, friendly to one another and polite with the non-teaching staff. Use of foul language  
  towards them will be viewed as an offense.
4.  Do not stand idle and chatter in corridors. Maintain silence. Move quietly from one class/lab to another.
5.  Smoking, chewing of tobacco, gutka, drinking etc. inside and outside of campus is strictly prohibited. A 
  penalty of Rs. 500 will be imposed on a student caught doing so and he/she may even face disciplinary action.
6.  Students are directed to carefully read notices on the notice board and strictly follow them.
7.  Outsiders are not allowed in the campus. A student who brings any outsider will be penalized as under 
  college rules.
8.  Sticking, hanging of unauthorized posters, bills, notices and writing of slogans on the walls of the college is  
  strictly prohibited. Fine will be imposed for such acts.
9.  Scribbling and writing on blackboards, walls, furniture is prohibited.
10.  Tampering with electrical fittings etc. in the classrooms, hostels and other places of campus is also 
  prohibited.
11.  Those functions will be allowed in campus ground or hall which are either organized by college or have been 
  permitted under the college rules. 
12.  Meetings, functions, parties and taking photographs in the college premises without prior 
  permission of the Principal are acts of indiscipline.

UNIVERSITY REGISTRATION
Fresh entrants will apply for University registration on a prescribed Proforma along with testimonials - 
photocopy of Matriculation, 10+2 and Original Migration Certificate.

LIBRARY RULES
Students are expected to make the maximum use of library facility during their free periods and follow the 
following rules:
(i) Only two books shall be issued at a time for a period of 14 days.  If the issued book(s) is not returned or re-
  issued in time a fine will be charged per book, per day.
(ii) Reference books will not be issued.
(iii) In case of a loss or damage of an issued book, it will either be replaced or its payment at the present cost will 
  be accepted only with the permission of the Principal.

IDENTITY CUM LIBRARY CARD
Identity card is an important document as it shows the identity of a bonafide student. Identity cum library card 



should be collected from the college library as per schedule prescribed by the Librarian. Each student must carry 
this card daily to the college. In case of loss of the identity card, duplicate identity card will be issued after 
producing the FIR in this context. For duplicate identity card, Rs. 20 will be charged. Students are not permitted 
to replace his/her photograph pasted on the identity card for any reason whatsoever. Students must carry their 
ID-Card along with them to college daily, anyone found without it will be fined.

LECTURE  ATTENDANCE
(i)  Students are advised to regularly attend their classes and practicals whenever the session begins.
(ii) Attendance is compulsory and the counting of attendance will start from the day regular teaching 
  commences.
(iii) To be eligible in the University End Term Exam a student must have 75% attendance in each course - theory 
  and practical separately.

LEAVE RULES
(i) No student is supposed to be absent without getting his/her leave sanctioned by a course teacher.
(ii) Leave up to 06 days shall be sanctioned by the concerned subject teacher.
(iii) Leave for more than six days shall be sanctioned by the Principal.
(iv)  A student will be marked on-leave during the leave period and the same will not be considered for 
  calculating the lecture attendance for determining eligibility to appear in the University exam.
(v) Students who are officially deputed to participate in sports and extra-curricular activities of the H.P. 
  University Youth Festival/Championships are treated on leave for the purpose of attendance, provided that 
  prior permission has been sort from the Principal in this matter and its note has been made by the subject 
  teacher in the attendance register.
(vi) No leave will be granted during the Mid  Term Examination.
(vii) It is personal responsibility of each student to get his/her name entered in the attendance register of each 
  concerned subject teacher. If he/she fails to do so, he/she will be treated absent.

NAME STRUCK OFF AND RE- ADMISSION
(i)  If a student willingly remains absent continuously for 06 days without sanction of leave, his/her name will be 
  struck off from the College Rolls. He/she will have to seek re-admission on the recommendation of the 
  concerned subject teacher.
(ii) Re-admission will be allowed within the next 06 days by paying the re-admission fee and absence fine as per 
  rules, subject to the approval of the Principal.
(iii) Re-admission fee for the first time is Rs. 100 and for the second time Rs. 200.
(iv) There will be no re-admission for the third time.

ANTI-RAGGING INSTRUCTIONS

DEFINITION OF RAGGING
Ragging means any act, conduct or practice by dominant power of senior students, former students or outsiders 
brought to bear on the students freshly enrolled or students who are in any way considered junior by other 
students and includes individuals or collective acts or practice which:
o involves physical or psychological assault or threat or use of force or wrongful confinement or restraint 
  OR
o violates status, dignity and honour of such students. OR
o exposes students to ridicule, contempt and affect their self-esteem OR
o entails verbal abuse and aggression, indecent gestures and obscene behaviour.
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PROHIBITION OF RAGGING
 1.   No person shall practice ragging in any form within or outside the premises of college.
 2.   Any person who violates or contravenes the provision of Anti-Ragging  Act shall  on conviction be 
   punished with imprisonment for a term which may extend up to 3 years or with a fine which may extend 
   to Rs. 50000/- or with both.
3.  Teasing girl students in any manner is an offence and is punishable under the law. Hence, students are 
   advised to refrain from such activities otherwise they would face strict legal action.

EXPULSION OF A STUDENT
