Solan, a quaint hill station, nestled in the Shivalik range of the Himalayas, is named after goddess Shoolini.The town
encapsulates a perfect blend of natural splendour, cultural vibrancy and educational opportunities, making it a
destination that appeals to diverse range of interests and preferences.The town is better known as “Mushroom
City of India” and also city of red gold because of ample tomato production. Defining feature of Solan is its rich
cultural heritage, with temples and religious sites scattered across its landscape.Within the heart of Solan city lies
Government College Solan,a prominent institution of higher education in the region. It is one of the oldest colleges
of Himachal Pradesh and since its inception in 1959, the college is upholding its motto “performing our natural duty

75% of parades which would make them eligible to appear in B and C certificate exams. NCC provides various

types of training/adventure activities. 'C' certificate holders are given 2% weight age in marks while seeking
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admission to post graduate classes and are also exempted from written exam for entry to Armed Forces as
commissioned officers.Admission to NCC will be through a Drill and Medical Fitness Test in the college ground as

and when specified by the concerned authorities.
National Service Scheme (NSS)

NSS has a pivotal role in inculcating the value of social service and a sense of responsibility towards society. Our
college has two units of NSS with the capacity of 100 students each.To earn a certificate of service, a volunteer

needs to devote 240 hours of service.Participation in 7 days camp is mandatory.

The Bharat Scouts and Guides is a voluntary, non-political educational movement for young people, open to all
without distinction of origin, race and creed.The college has presently one unit of Rovers for boys with 20 Rovers

and one unit of Rangers for girls with |8 Rangers.

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An Outline of the Choice Based Credit System (CBCS)

At the Under-Graduate level, the college offers three streams - Arts, Commerce and Science (Medical and Non-

Medical). A candidate is to choose from the streams as per his/her qualification/eligibility on the basis of marks

securedin [0+2.

According to the notifications/guidelines of the H.P. Government and H.P.University, the college provides education

as per RUSA (Rashtriya Uchhatar Siksha Abhiyan) policy of Choice Based Credit System (CBCS).The following is a

brief outline of it:

I. Itisanannual system.

2. A candidate has to choose one of the streams only.

3. Courses of a subject fall into the category of DSC (core courses), AECC (Hindi / English / MIL / Sanskrit/
EVS),SEC,DSE and GE.Full form of these abbreviations is given below in the table.

4. All the courses have a title and a code which are required while filling examination form.A wrong entry of
the code or the title can lead to delay in the result.

5. Each of these courses is awarded a fixed number of credits, which is either six or four. A student has to earn
|32 credits in three years (44 in one year - 44x3=132) to earn the Graduation degree.

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GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS OF COLLEGE

DISCIPLINE AND CONDUCT

For the smooth execution of all the activities of college, it is essential that each and every student behave in the most
disciplined manner.In case of any indiscipline the Principal and the teaching staff have the power to punish a violator
by imposing a fine,a temporary suspension and even expulsion from college. Each student has to strictly follow the
following rules and regulations to maintain strict discipline in college:

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Attend classes and practicals regularly when the session commences. As per H.P. University rules it is
mandatory for a student to attend 75% lectures in all courses of study otherwise his/her examination form
may be withheld or rejected.

Be respectful to teachers, friendly to one another and polite with the non-teaching staff. Use of foul
language towards them will be viewed as an offence.

Do not stand idle and chatter in corridors. Maintain silence. Move quietly from one class/lab to another.
Students are directed to carefully read notices on the notice board and strictly follow them.
Outsiders are not allowed in the campus. A student who brings any outsider will be penalized as under
college rules.

Sticking, hanging of unauthorized posters, bills, notices and writing of slogans on the walls of the college is
strictly prohibited.Fine will be imposed for such acts.

Scribbling and writing on blackboards, walls,furniture is prohibited.

Tampering with electrical fittings etc. in the classrooms, hostels and other places of campus is also
prohibited.

Those functions will be allowed in campus ground or hall which are either organized by college or have
been permitted under the college rules.

Meetings, functions, parties and taking photographs in the college premises without prior permission of the
Principal are acts of indiscipline.

FINES AND PENALITIES

The Director of Higher Education, H.P, vide letter no. EDN-HE(21)B(15)2017-V had directed that the use
of mobile phones in classrooms and campus of educational institutions will not be allowed. So the use of
mobiles by students in classrooms, laboratories, library, examination hall and corridors is strictly forbidden.
They are advised to keep their cellphones on silent mode.Violators cellphone will be confiscated and a fine
of I500/- will be levied from them. Playing music on the cellphone in the campus is also prohibited.

2. Smoking, chewing of tobacco, gutka, drinking etc. inside and outside of campus is strictly prohibited. A
penalty of I500/- will be imposed on a student caught doing so and he/she may even face disciplinary
action.

3. The name of student shall be struck off from the college roll, if she/he remains absent without sanctioned
leave for continuous |0 days or more than 10 days in a month.

4. Re-admission is permissible with a fine of I100/- for the first time and %200/- for the second time on
the recommendation of concerned teachers.

5. For seeking re-admission, the candidate must be accompanied by her/his parent or guardian.

6. If a student fails to seek re-admission within 7 days after his/her name is struck off, he/she will have to pay
additional fine @ < 10/- per day for a maximum up to 10 days at the time of readmission. After this period
the student will lose her/his right to re-admission.

7. The Principal can expel/rusticate a student from the college if found guilty of misconduct.

8. The library security deposit will lapse if a student doesn't apply for refund within | year of her/his leaving
the college.

9. A student without college identity card in the college campus will be imposed a fine of I50/-.

(i) In case of aloss or damage of an issued book, it will either be replaced or its payment at the present cost will be

accepted only with the permission of the Principal.

IDENTITY CUM LIBRARY CARD

Identity card is an important document as it shows the identity of a bonafide student. Identity cum library card
should be collected from the college library as per schedule prescribed by the Librarian.Each student must carry this
card daily to the college. In case of loss of the identity card, duplicate identity card will be issued after producing the
FIR in this context. For duplicate identity card,Z20 will be charged. Students are not permitted to replace his/her
photograph pasted on the identity card for any reason whatsoever. Students must carry their ID-Card along with
them to college daily or fine of I50 will be charged.

LECTURE ATTENDANCE

(i) Students are advised to regularly attend their classes and practicals whenever the session begins.
(i) Attendance is compulsory and the counting of attendance will start from the day regular teaching commences.
(iii) To be eligible in the University End Term Exam a student must have 75% attendance in each course -
theory and practical separately.

LEAVE RULES

(i) No student is supposed to be absent without getting his/her leave sanctioned by a course teacher.

(i) Leave up to 06 days shall be sanctioned by the concerned subject teacher.

(iii) Leave for more than six days shall be sanctioned by the Principal.

(iv) A student will be marked on-leave during the leave period and the same will not be considered for
calculating the lecture attendance for determining eligibility to appear in the University exam.

(v) Students who are officially deputed to participate in sports and extra-curricular activities of H.P.
University Youth Festival/Championships are treated on leave for the purpose of attendance, provided that
prior permission has been sort from the Principal in this matter and its note has been made by the subject
teacher in the attendance register.

(vi) No leave will be granted during the Mid Term Examination.
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(vii It is personal responsibility of each student to get his/her name entered in the attendance register of
each concerned subject teacher. If he/she fails to do so, he/she will be treated absent.

NAME STRUCK OFF AND RE- ADMISSION

(I) If a student willingly remains absent continuously for 06 days without sanction of leave, his/her name will be
struck off from the College Rolls. He/she will have to seek re-admission on the recommendation of the
concerned subject teacher.

(i) Re-admission will be allowed within the next 06 days by paying the re-admission fee and absence fine as
per rules, subject to the approval of the Principal.

(iii) Re-admission fee for the first time is I 100 and for the second time I200.

(iv) There will be no re-admission for the third time.

ANTI-RAGGING INSTRUCTIONS
DEFINITION OF RAGGING
Ragging means any act, conduct or practice by dominant power of senior students, former students or outsiders
brought to bear on the students freshly enrolled or students who are in any way considered junior by other students
and includes individuals or collective acts or practice which:
® involves physical or psychological assault or threat or use of force or wrongful confinement or restraint
OR
® violates status, dignity and honour of such students. OR
® exposes students to ridicule, contempt and affect their self-esteem OR
®  entails verbal abuse and aggression, indecent gestures and obscene behaviour.

PROHIBITION OF RAGGING

I. No person shall practice ragging in any form within or outside the premises of college.

2. Any person who violates or contravenes the provision of Anti-Ragging Act shall on conviction be punished
with imprisonment for a term which may extend up to 3 years or with a fine which may extend to
< 50000/- or with both.

3. Teasing girl students in any manner is an offence and is punishable under the law. Hence, students are
advised to refrain from such activities otherwise they would face strict legal action.

EXPULSION OF A STUDENT

As per the directions of honourable Supreme Court of India, Ragging is a punishable offence and students convicted
of this offence shall be expelled from college and an FIR will be registered against him/her and shall not be admitted in
any college/educational institution for a period of three years from the date of order of such expulsion. In case of
ragging of any of the student (s) he/she may contact the following officers immediately:
